Teachers’ Report

Principal’s Report

· The staff is positive and ready for the school year.  

· There will be a structured homeroom period at the beginning of each school day.  Homerooms will help reinforce study habits and the PBIS program.  Homerooms will be smaller groups of 10 to 18 students, allowing for more personal advocacy for each student.  The homeroom teacher will be a point person for parents.  

· Mrs. Baum is very interested in creating a personal connection for parents by encouraging participation in PTA, growing the volunteer base, and promoting parental buy-in to PTA and its activities.

· The first three days of school will be an introduction to the life and culture of Winston Campus Junior High.  The focus will be on organization and management, team building, PBIS introduction, dress code, binder procedures and Cornell note taking.  The investment made in the first three days will help build consistency throughout the school year.  Academics will begin in the second week of school.

· Lunch periods this year will be separated into a 7th grade lunch period and an 8th grade lunch period.

· Snap grades will be available again this year for parent and student access.  Logins and passwords will be mailed home in early fall.  Parents can customize their accounts for alerts for different reasons.

· WCJH students met the Annual Yearly Progress (AYP) goals in all categories for the most recent round of ISAT testing.

· There are two new staff members in the office:  Sylvia Roe, Junior High Secretary, and Lisa Sammons, Clerical Assistant.

· Construction on one set of curtain walls has been completed for the start of the school year.  Completion of the project will require displacing two classrooms at a time for construction work.  Mrs. Baum is meeting with the superintendent and district construction staff on September 1st to discuss the completion of the walls on the west side of the building.

Presidents’ Report

· All committees should turn in their plans of work by September 15.

· Bylaws have been posted for 30 days.

· PTA would like to host concession stands at various school events this year.  These concession stands could be done in conjunction with student groups at the school.
· An informal poll of students found that by Junior High many students are no longer interested in a skate night at Orbit Roller Rink.  Other possibilities currently under consideration include social events to be held at the school.

· PTA would like to possibly add an assembly/cultural event this year.

· Another possible program idea is to have a recreation night for students with a simultaneous presentation for parents in another location in the school.  It was suggested that PTA work with the parent outreach staff committee for such a program.

· Improving communication is a goal of the PTA this year.  Methods of communication include the creation of a PTA website, the PTA newsletter, and PTA calendar.

· The presidents would like to especially thank Jim Mockus for his work with the website, Holly Petersen for taking over the calendar committee, and Dee Kolar for helping out with Membership this year.

· PTA would like to also be able to assist teachers with classroom needs – either through volunteers or monetary contributions.  Teachers should contact the PTA presidents for more information.

· PTA would like to sell the T-shirts for the 8th graders earlier in the school year so the students have more time to wear them.
